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Dear Parishioners,

Over the last few months we have seen on the news the graves from those killed in Haiti; the coffins from
those killed in Iraq and Afghanistan and all over the world, the graveyards and crematoria continue to fill
up. And as we are all so aware, it is not only with the bodies and ashes of those who have come naturally to
the end of their days. There are also so many people who, like Jesus of Nazareth, have died before their
time, even killed in their prime. The images we also see from Israel, Palestine and other places, of young
suicide bombers and the unnecessary killing of so many innocent lives. Our world is in very worrying times.
The killing fields are everywhere - wherever there is war and famine. Death is sad at the best of times, but
to see a gravestone chiselled with the age of a young person for me is saddest of all. With all the funerals
that I have conducted I can still remember the four children’s funerals that I have conducted. Amy Casswell,
on my first few days at my former Church, was the first - a little girl who couldn't talk, and had a shunt and
could only look at you with her many facial gestures. The Church was absolutely full! This life of ours is so
precious, this world of ours is so beautiful, and when a young person is seemingly snatched away from all
this loveliness it is the ultimate grief.

The tomb of Jesus was one such grave. He was a young person snatched, untimely, from this world. He was
a young preacher from Nazareth, only in his early 30s, when he was dragged off into military custody,
interrogated, tortured, falsely accused, and executed. The powers that be got rid of a troublemaker. It was
good politics. The Jewish leaders put the squeeze on Pilate, got a guilty verdict, and saved their own
position and authority in the process. How cruel human beings can be. Such cruelty and destructiveness
ought to be enough to make pessimists of us all. It should make us give up, and make us despair. But often
it doesn't. No matter how much death comes to sadden our hearts, no matter how heavy the blow that hits
us, we usually refuse to give up. Some years ago a photographer showed a little girl in bomb blast Beirut,
carrying a shiny new brick out of the ruins of a street, in order to start building again. Life is stronger than
death. We refuse to allow death to destroy us. We are going to live. That is what life is for - living. And that
is why Jesus came in the first place - to give us life, life in all its fullness. But what about those who have
died? Are they just a fond memory, whose image will fade from our minds as time goes by? Are
gravestones and crosses simple reminders of people who used to be? Or, is there life after death? A world
beyond the grave? How can anyone possibly know?

The two disciples on Easter morning certainly did not know. Peter and John were in the depths of misery,
saddened beyond words at the death of Jesus.

Then they were told that his body had been taken away. So they ran to see for themselves. Imagine how
they felt - it must have seemed like the last straw. But perhaps there was a flicker of hope, as they held
onto their severely challenged belief that Jesus really was the Son of God. When they got to the tomb, the
stone was rolled back. Inside were grave clothes, but no body. Had the body been snatched, or could the
body have risen, come back to life, like he had said: ‘A living body does not need grave clothes.’ Which one
is it? Is this a hoax, or have we stumbled on the greatest story ever told?

It would have been eminently reasonable and understandable for the first disciples to opt for the rational
explanation - that the body of Jesus had been snatched away. That he was dead, and that the dream and
the hopes were over. If they had decided that, their eyes would have been closed to the reality of the risen
Christ. But instead they took a tremendous leap of faith, even before they had seen him. As they opened
their eyes they were rewarded with a reality of life that must have taken their breath away, especially as
they began to realise the implications of what had happened. For all of us, faith can be a real challenge. It is
not always easy or logical. Today we face the same choice that the disciples did: we can opt for a logical
explanation and decide that life ends at death. Or we can begin to open our eyes, however tentatively, to
see something of the reality that extends so far beyond this material world. Life in God goes on and on,
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there is no stopping it. Jesus is risen from the dead, and so are we - don't close your eyes to him this Easter.
Open them, and believe.

I end with a lovely true story: there was a woman who had been diagnosed with a terminal illness and had
been given three months to live. So as she was getting her things in order, she contacted her priest and had
him come to the house to discuss certain aspects of her final wishes. She told him which hymns she wanted
sung at the service, what Bible passages she would like read, and what outfit she wanted to be buried in.
The woman also requested to be buried with her favourite Bible. Everything was in order and the priest was
preparing to leave when the woman suddenly remembered something very important to her. ‘There's one
more thing’, she said excitedly, 'What's that?’ replied the priest. 'This is very important; I want to be buried
with a fork in my right hand'. The priest looked at the woman not sure quite what to say. 'That surprises
you doesn't it?’ The woman asked. 'Well to be honest I'm puzzled by the request'. The woman explained.
'In all my years of attending Church socials and suppers I always remember that when the dishes of the
main course were being cleared, someone would inevitably lean over and say, 'Keep the fork'. It was my
favourite part because I knew that something better was coming - something wonderful. So I just want
people to see me in that coffin with a fork in my hand. And I want them to wonder 'What's with the fork?'
Then I want you to tell them: 'Keep your fork…the best is yet to come'.

Pilgrimage to Taize

Leaving the typical English Summer behind us, we made our way to Dover for the ferry crossing. This
would take us to Calais and then it would be a further nine hour trip to our destination of Taize in the
South of France. Spirits were raised as old friends were reunited and new ones were being made. We were
a group of varied ages and also had two families with young children who continued to bring laughter to the
group throughout the week.

In the not too early hours of Sunday morning, fighting off the urge to fall back to sleep, we arrived at the
Taize community. As we stumbled off the coach memories of previous years came flooding back and
expectations for the week ahead were high. We pitched our tents together and it became apparent that,
out of the 4000 pilgrims that come to Taize from all over the world, English groups were few, as snippets
of German and Polish were heard from other pitches.

After a reasonable night’s sleep we were able to start the day and Taize routine proper. Each day in the
Taize community is centred on three half hour services at 8:30am, 12:30pm and 8:30pm. The services offer
a chance for meditation, stillness and prayer and of course the beautiful Taize chants. There are options for
how to spend the rest of the day; Bible study or helping with chores around the campsite and kitchens.
Meals in Taize are communal and everyone mucks in to help serve the 4000 pilgrims and to join in the task
of washing up, which usually involves an international water fight! The brothers of the community provide a
Bible study for everyone after breakfast each day, this is always an engaging and rewarding hour. The
afternoons are set aside for chores, workshops run by the brothers and meetings in small groups with
people from around the world to discuss the morning’s bible readings; this gives the opportunity to learn
more about different countries and people’s relationships with God. Evenings can be spent at the onsite
cafe “Oyak”, continuing conversations with new friends, joining the community singing, or simply personal
reflection in the church.

The week at Taize was eventful both spiritually and physically, with a member of our group injuring
themselves whilst attempting some ninja moves! The experience that Taize provides is unique because of
the international aspect of it and the simplicity of community life that still manages to be conveyed despite
the numbers of people. Everyone in our group got something out of the week, whether it was the
opportunity to renew our connection with God, or simply enjoying the time out from the chaos of regular
life.

We will travel by bus from St Albans leaving mid-afternoon on Saturday 24th and returning around
6am on Monday 1st August. The pilgrimage is open to young adults between the ages of 15 and 29.

You are welcome to bring your children and there is a special families’ programme and camping area. Costs will be
around £175 (please ask for costs for families) which includes travel and all food. Accommodation is in

tents, and for those who do not have their own tent there are big dormitory tents available. Group leaders

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FRIENDS OF ELSTOW ABBEY VISIT TO SOUTHILL PARK

Tuesday 8 June 2010

Charles Whitbread, Patron of Elstow Abbey, has
kindly invited a group of 40 people from Elstow
Abbey to visit his home Southill Park on Tuesday 8
June 2010. Charles will personally show the group
round Southhill Park, telling us about its history,
and tea is provided afterwards. The group will meet
at Elstow Abbey at 2pm and travel to Southill Park
in private cars. The cost is only £10 per head,
including the tour and tea, and all proceeds go
towards refurbishing and maintaining Elstow
Abbey.

We are very privileged to receive this personal invitation, as Southill Park is only opened
for two weeks a year to a small number of local groups and charities.

"Southill Park has been the home of the Whitbread family for over 200 years. The house
was bought in 1795 by Samuel Whitbread I from Viscount Torrington, whose
unfortunate uncle, Vice Admiral the Hon. John Byng, was shot at Portsmouth in 1757
for an error of judgement whilst in command of the Fleet. The earliest known owner of
Southill was Sir John Kelynge, "a violent Cavalier", who succeeded Hyde as Lord Chief
Justice in 1663. His son sold the property to Admiral Sir George Byng, later Viscount
Torrington.

Samuel Whitbread I died in 1796, one year after buying Southill, and his son, Samuel
Whitbread II, a prominent Whig politician, employed Henry Holland to rebuild the
existing house. Holland was the fashionable architect of the day. He reconstructed
Carlton House for the Prince of Wales (later King George IV). Other examples of his work
may be seen at Woburn, Ampthill, the Swan Hotel in Bedford and at Althorp House.

Today Southill Park stands very much as it did in 1806, the year of Holland's death.
Much of the decoration is as Holland left it and most of the furniture was designed by
him for the rooms in which it stands. There are also some fine English paintings in the
house."

We are asked to guarantee a minimum group size of 40, and 20 people have already
indicated their interest in attending.

The forthcoming General Election

At the St Albans Diocesan Synod on Saturday 13th March, a resolution was passed which I
commend to you for reflection and action:

This Synod

(i) believes that all church members have a responsibility to vote in the
forthcoming General Election;

(ii) calls upon church members in the diocese to take the time to understand
where their local candidates and their parties stand on key issues and to
exercise their vote prayerfully and thoughtfully;

(iii) urges church members to pay particular attention, in deciding how to vote,
to the candidates’ and parties’ proposals for:

a. alleviating poverty and social exclusion;

b. promoting sustainable living and protecting the poorest from bearing
the brunt of adjustment to climate change; and

c. increasing development aid to poorer countries; and

(iv) requests the Bishop to issue a pastoral letter to parishes incorporating
the substance of this motion and reflecting the issues raised in debating it.

I also wish to draw your attention to two documents. First, Faith in Politics: Preparing
Churches for the General Election 2010, prepared by Churches Together in Britain and
Ireland, which provides helpful advice and suggestions of how Christians can get involved
